If any portion of the requirements is missing from your audition, you will be disqualified from the application process and not
considered for membership. ALL applicants will be notified of the results no earlier than July 1 and no later than July 15.

The Audition committee consists of all three New World conductors. You may be heard by 1, 2, or 3 members of the panel at your
audition and all membership decisions will be made by this panel. All decisions made by the audition committee are final.
